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OVERVIEW

World Environment Day (WED), celebrated on June 5th, serves as
the United Nations’ principal platform to encourage awareness and
action for environment protection. The theme of WED 2025, ‘Ending
Plastic Pollution Globally’, underscores the need to tackle one of the
most pervasive environmental threats of our time—plastic pollution.
WED 2025 aimed to amplify global efforts to eliminate single-use
plastic, encourage sustainable alternatives and promote responsible
consumption and waste management practices.

The campaign advocates for widespread behavioral change,
mobilizing individuals, institutions and communities to adopt
Mission LiFE (Lifestyle for Environment) actions, integrating
awareness with enforcement, urging local bodies to organize
inspections, install signage and support the development of Plastic
Waste Management Units.

The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MoEFCC)
spearheaded this initiative in close collaboration with other
ministries, state governments and civil society stakeholders.

As a key contributor to this national effort, the Department of
Drinking Water and Sanitation (DDWS), Jal Shakti Ministry, played a
vital role by coordinating with States/UTs to identify garbage
vulnerable points (GVPs) near rural water bodies, organizing
cleanliness drives and facilitating the installation of trash traps and
fencing around waste-processing facilities.

The WED 2025 campaign seeks not just to highlight the plastic crisis,
but to inspire systemic change, making ‘Ending Plastic Pollution’ not
only a theme but a collective national mission.

It also planned activities
for States/UTs to effectively
conduct the WED 2025 campaign.

These included special drives to confiscate banned single-use
plastic items, record the quantity of single-use plastic recovered
along with quantity of confiscated items processed or disposed of,
conduct cleanliness drives near Garbage Vulnerable Points (GVPs)
near water bodies and ensuring active community participation in
the WED campaign.

At the national level, DDWS ensured widespread public awareness,
reinforcing its commitment to sustainable rural sanitation and
environmental protection, through a podcast on plastic waste
management featuring Shri Karanjit Singh, Director (SBM V).

Plastic waste management is a key component of the broader Solid Waste
Management efforts under the Swachh Bharat Mission (Grameen). The theme for
WED 2025 is closely aligned with the objectives of SBM-G. To support and actively
participate in the pre-campaign for WED 2025, DDWS requested States/UTSs to carry
out activities such as special drives to consfiscate banned single-use plastic items,
report the quantity of single-use plastic recovered, conduct cleanliness drives at
Garbage Vulnerable Points (GVPs) near water bodies (rivers, lakes, ponds, springs,
waterfalls etc) and generate awareness regarding plastic pollution among others.

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Sikkim
Sikkim conducted 120 inspection drives for banned plastic as part of its WED 2025
campaign. The overall campaign in the state saw the participation of 5,787 people.

During the inspection drives, 641 kg plastic waste was confiscated, 242 kg sent to
PWMUs and 137 kg sold to recyclers. The state carried out 70 cleanliness drives

with over 4,070 participants.

West Bengal

On World Environment Day, West Bengal demonstrated its commitment to
sustainability through a series of impactful initiatives. A remarkable
2,19,412 people actively participated in various awareness activities aimed
at promoting environmental consciousness. In a significant push for
cleanliness, 1,15,596 individuals joined cleanliness drives conducted
across the state.

These machines allow citizens to dispose of PET bottles, which are
shredded into small pieces for recycling. In return, users receive discount coupons
redeemable at local shops, restaurants, or diagnostic centers.
